Patrons violating this Internet Policy may lose their Internet privileges.

The Old Lyme-PGN Library is not responsible for the content, accuracy or availability of information on the
Internet. The Library Board of Trustees and its employees assume no responsibility for damages of any type
arising from the use of any information, software or data obtained from the Internet.

Please do not leave equipment unattended, as the Library staff cannot accept the responsibility for or liability of
handling your equipment.

Terms of Use: All terms listed below apply to in house workstations and wireless connections.

Patrons are expected to read and sign the Internet Policy prior to using the Library’s Internet service.
Parents must sign an Internet Agreement at the Library for a child under the age of fourteen (14).
Patrons may not use Library’s Internet service or the wireless Internet connection to transmit threatening
or harassing material or engage in any activity that is deliberately offensive or creates an intimidating or
hostile environment.
